Oxford Art 
Online and Oxford Music Online can help you explore 
your interests and expand your cultural horizons.

Oxford Music Online covers popular music, opera 
and jazz, and includes links to sound archives and 
illustrations. With New Grove Dictionary of Music and 
Musicians as its cornerstone, this database also contains 
the Oxford Companion to Music, offering over 
8,000 articles on composers, performers, conductors, 
instruments, genres, and individual works. 

Oxford Art Online covers all aspects of the visual arts 
from prehistory to modern times. This resource includes 
the vast content of Grove Art Online, the Oxford 
Companion to Western Art, the Concise Dictionary of 
Art Terms, and Oxfordôs Encyclopedia of Aesthetics. 
Access to an additional 5,000 images is made possible 
through partnerships with major museums.
