The Library circulated 241,488 items in 2007.
Childrends circulation was 78,078 and account-
ed for 32% of the total circulation. The Library
owned 227,111 items of which 155,339 or 68%
were books. Other print materials, including
magazines, newspapers, pamphlets and maps
accounted for another 15,556 items or 7% of
the total collection. The staff assisted Library
patrons with 36,828 reference questions.

e Atrium serves as the hub of the Library where patrons
check out books and enjoy monthly displays by local artists.

ere were 313,926 visits to the Library in 2007.
15,660 people attended programs in the
Library, a 12% increase over last year. Our 2007
Summer Reading Club sizzled with 137 teens
and 661 children registered. Over 17,143
Baldwin residents, 53% of the population, have
library cards. e Museum Pass Program was
used by 367 patrons to visit museums, gardens
and other historic sites free of charge.
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e Main Reading Room overlooks a beautiful garden patio
constructed of memorial bricks generously donated by patrons.

In 2007, the Library owned 6,442 audio CDs
and tapes, and 7,220 VHS recordings and DVDs,
including feature ylms, documentaries, travel
ylms, operas, and childrenés titles. The audio-
visual collection continued to be popular, circu-
lating 97,018 times in 2007, constituting about
40% of the total circulation.
